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The following is an extract from Legal Aid Queensland.

Duty of Care:

An obligation to take reasonable care to avoid causing foreseeable harm to another person or their property.

Negligence and Duty of Care

The law of negligence imposes a duty of care upon a person to take reasonable care to avoid causing foreseeable harm to another person or their property.
To be successful in a claim for negligence a person must show that another person:

· owed them a duty of care 

· has breached that duty of care and 

· that the person claiming has suffered some loss as a result of this which was foreseeable.

The law of negligence is extremely wide in its application and is not limited to these examples. A person who wishes to know whether they have a claim based in negligence should seek legal advice because strict time limits apply to claims; a person should seek legal advice promptly.
